Message from Fr. Mark
Gift of Grace Makes Sainthood Possible

Heroes and heroines tell us more about the society
that recognizes them than about the individuals
themselves. They tell us about the likes and
dislikes, the prejudices and principles, and the
values and priorities of the society in which we
find them. A hero or heroine could be a public
servant, an athlete, a spiritual figure, or a rock
star. They are often the result of a crisis or tragedy,
and it seems that no authentic hero or heroine
ever set out to be one.

When John F. Kennedy was asked how he
became a World War Il hero, he said: "It was
involuntary. They sank my boat." Similarly, Ralph
Waldo Emerson suggested that “a hero is no
braver than ordinary people, but he is simply
braver for five minutes longer." When boats sink
and danger looms and five minutes seems like an
eternity, heroes are born!

Pope Benedict XVI has asked us this year to
recognize and honor one of our heroes: St. Paul,
an unlikely candidate early in his life. Like most
saints, St. Paul did not seem to be the stuff from
which heroes are made, but that is the point. He
was a very common, ordinary person made extra
ordinary by grace. The faith that focused his life
and motivated his decisions finally gave him an
identity as an Apostle of Jesus Christ.

We have some things in common with St.
Paul: many of us are unlikely candidates for
heroism or sanctity, and an honest look at our
lives would leave the conclusion that few of us
have the stuff that makes heroes or heroines. Yet
we have that second element which changes it
all. We have grace, the pure gift of God who has
called us and made us His own. Grace sustains all
fathers and mothers in raising their children; grace
brings a man and woman into a holy union of
marriage; grace sustains our
priests, deacons and Religious;
and grace inspires the whole
O’Hara community to be
brave as we approach the
future months and years.

We may not be braver than
everybody else; there may
be times when we think we
can't go on for evenone
more minute . .. and it is
then that we will go for five!

1971, it became the first “area school” in Oregon. In 1978, the school’s
name was changed to reflect its diverse area of service and to honor
Archbishop Edwin Vincent O’Hara who was instrumental in developing
a strong focus on the mission of Catholic education. Serving nine
parishes in Lane County, O’Hara continues the tradition of providing
Catholic education for 520 students in Pre-School through 8th grade.

We look forward to sharing in the celebration of our history and
abundant blessings with all of our families and friends!
